Recently, Rothko has received renewed attention with a traveling retrospective from the National
Gallery, currently at the Whitney Museum in New Y ork. Anfam (Mark Rothko: The Chapel Commission,
Menil Foundation, 1996) connects Rothko to major figuresin art history with a historical, philosophical,
literary, mythical, and psychological framework for the artist's devel opment as a painter. Within the catalog
itself the reproductions are grouped chronologically, with a complete concordance.
