A cult figure after his death, in
1830, El Libertador led alife that defies easy analysis: although influenced by Enlightenment ideas of
equality, he rejected total democracy, fearing anarchy in the "ignorant” lower classes; determined to create
strong central government, he institutionalized rule by local warlords; acutely aware of the factionalism
rampant in postwar society, he was bewildered when it eventually forced him to leave his homeland.
